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FROM BJ’S DESK... 

I have spent most of October out of town for the 

past 5 years. In October of 2007 I first traveled to 

Uganda with my covenant group: Rev. Alan 

Howe, Rev. Bill Mudge, Rev. Aaron Bouwens. We 

were led to Uganda by Alan, who had been work-

ing with Ugandan pastors to develop a training program for rural pastors. 

The Ugandan pastors were led by Rev. Davis Matovu (who visited Christ 

Church on the first Sunday in August.) The program became known as 

Nexus Seminary, Uganda. In 2008, 2009, 2010, and now in 2011, I have 

returned to teach to encourage to train teachers and pastors, to preside 

at graduations, and to see what my one life could do to make a difference 

halfway around the world. 

I have been profoundly blessed by these journeys. I have to admit that, 

though I can see the tangible results of the training we are providing, the 

experience transforms me. There is something about being with a church 

that has no institutional memory that refreshes my spirit. There is some-

thing about being in a situation where I have to fully rely on the leading 

and inspiration of the Holy Spirit for every moment of every day that 

breeds trust and grace, and deepens my faith and sense of calling. 

While you are reading this, I will be preparing to visit places called Mbale, 

Kikyusa, Kalangaalo, and Kampala. I will be working with pastors and 

teachers and church leaders in these and other places.  I covet your 

prayers and appreciate your support as I do God’s work 1/3 of the way 

around the world (7 time zones)! 

Uganda is in east Africa and is located just north of the equator. It is 85° 

to 90° most days, and October is the rainy season. I will be traveling Turk-

ish Air with Rev. Linda Prell, associate pastor at Christ Community UMC in 

Syracuse; Rev. Clair Mosher, pastor of Onativia and Erieville UMCs; Ms. 

Barbara Walter, retired Syracuse city school teacher; and Ms. Kathy Wal-

ter of New York City (Barb and Kathy are mother/daughter.)  I ask that 

you pray for us; we travel October 9 (after worship) and return late eve-

ning of October 27. 

I will show pictures, tell stories, etc. at an event in November. Please hold 

me in your prayers.
